IT IS HEREBY enacted in the Sixty- -first Year of the Republic of India as follows :-

* Short title I. This Act may be called the Uttar Pradesh Prohibilion of Ragging in
Educational Institutions Act, 2010.

Definitions 2. In Lhis Act unless the context otherwise requires,

(a) *‘Divisional Commissioner” means the  Divisional
Commissioner within whose jurisdiction the institution is situated and
includes an Additional Commissioner;

(h) ‘‘educational institution’’ means a school, a college,
a University or any other institution by whatever name called, situated
in “Uttar Pradcsh, imparting any type of education and includes an
orphanagc or a boarding or a hostel or a tutorial institution or a
coaching institution or any other premises atlached therelo;

(c) “Head of institution’> means the Vice Chancellor of @
University, the Dean of Faculty, the Director of an institution or the
Principal, or any other person responsible for the management of the
institution;

expulsion of a student under section 4 or of debarring under section 6.

10. The State Govérnment may, by notification make rules for carrying Power o make

worre from and is needed to be crushed. In order, therefore, 1o make the universitics and the
prolessional institutions [ree from social injustice. mental, physical and other kinds of harassment
in the form ol ragging, it has been decided to make a law (o provide for prohibiting ragging in the
said cducational institutions. ‘

The Uuar Pradesh Prohibition of Ragging in Educational Institutions Bill, 2010 is
introduced accordingly.
